ON THE HUMAN-DIMENSIONALITY OF CULTURE (A SKETCH
OF THEORY)

The article is a sketch of a theoretical approach (or, more precisely, a research
program) to human culture, which is based on the human-dimensionality (HD), as
a set of irremovable natural limitations that man, as a natural being, imposes on
everything thought, felt, made, changed, stored and used by him. Culture is
presented as a multidimensional network of clutchings of cultural objects; a
cultural object is understood as an assemblage/re-assemblage that involves HD and
non-HD artifacts, non-human actants, and humans as a condition and carriers of
practices. People in this network are mobile nodes moving along certain
trajectories in their environments. Thus, a network arises, in which we can discern
the «state of culture» (ensured by stable retention of cultural objects' clutchings)
and the «state of civilization» (by coercing to such retention). The first part of the
article outlines the conceptual logic of the approach; the second part («Leaving
home and returning») presents a sketch of the analytical optics possible with this

approach.
